With the failure of the free market model of economics a more Social Europe is essential.   The Charter of Fundamental Rights will be a big advance for workers rights if it becomes part of primary EU law with the passing of the Treaty.   We cannot afford to lose the Charter and must back the Treaty to ensure we get the Charter with full legal status, and advance the objectives of Social Europe” he said.
