JOE HIGGINS MEP HAS NOW STOOPED TO FALSIFING THE CHARTER

Blair Horan, Secretary of the Charter Group, said today that Joe Higgins MEP, has now stooped to falsifying the Charter to bolster his mistaken interpretation.
In a Press Release issued on September 4th, Mr. Higgins, quotes Article 52 of the Charter as follows:

“Rights recognised by this Charter  are based on Community Treaties or the Treaty on European Union and shall be exercised under the condition and within the limits defined by those Treaties”.  See website www.joehiggins.eu
The correct Article 52 reads:
“Rights recognised by this Charter which are based on Community Treaties or the Treaty on European Union shall be exercised under the conditions and within the limits defined by those Treaties.”

This amounts to falsifying a document to support an argument that has no validity.

The correct wording of the Article 52 is intended simply to ensure that Charter Articles that come from the Treaty itself e.g., Treaty Article 16 and Charter Article 36 on Public Services  -  have the same meaning.

Mr. Higgins has falsified Article 52 to try and support his erroneous claim that all Charter Rights are limited  by his interpretation of the European Union Treaties.
Having different interpretations of the Treaty and Charter is one thing, but forging a document to mislead people has no place in this very important Campaign that is of such importance to ordinary workers.
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
