Labour Court Statement nails the UKIP lie on Minimum Wages

The Secretary of the Charter Group, Blair Horan said today that the unprecedented statement issued by the Labour Court nails the UKIP lie that Irish minimum wages are under threat.

The Labour Court statement confirms that UKIP had deliberately altered the text of the Labour Court decision so that the Labour Court’s statement that wages here were protected for all workers by statutory minimum wage rates, (in this case the Electrical Contracting Registered Employment  Agreement) in to a statement that they were not.

Having been caught red handed UKIP are now claiming that workers outside of Registered Employment Agreements could be affected.
This is also a lie for the following reasons:

1. Today workers posted here are in sectors covered by Registered Employment Agreements (Electrical and Construction Sectors)

2. There are mechanisms available under the Posting of Workers Directive (EU) to similarly cover other Sectors if that ever arises.

3. In any event the current Irish Statutory Minimum Wage of €8.65 applies and cannot 

be changed except upwards.
